Basics of Chart Setup [‘ﬂ' Labs

1) Set up chart under conditions that replicate scene conditions.

2) Use scene lighting to illuminate chart evenly.

3) Focus, zoom and center image to framing lines.

4) White balance and use grayscale to adjust tracking for equal RGB levels
5) Set up color matrix.

6) Shoot a few frames to use as reference in post production.

7) Remove chart and begin shooting!

Reshoot chart as a reference after any lighting or scene changes. Back focus
settings can be sensitive to changes in temperature, check frequently.
